Nadine's Story,

Nadine and her two siblings, Sam and Kate, were
born profoundly deaf due to a genetic disorder.
For Alan and Carmel to see their three children
talking and laughing with each other is nothing
short of a miracle. Thanks to cochlear implants
and early intervention all three children have
learnt to listen and speak.

Nadine, the baby of the family is a very active
three year old. She loves aftending Taralye's
Toddler program on Tuesday mornings and
comes home singing all the songs she has learnt.
Nadine is an extremely determined little girl and
likes to have things done her way.....and NOW!I
Nadine loves to talk to people on the phone,
especially her Nana in Western Australia. When
not talking on the real phone she chats away on
her toy phone to all sorts of people!

This is a far cry from when Nadine was a baby.
She was very quiet and she had no reaction to
sound. Upon testing at Taralye's audiology clinic
she was diagnosed as profoundly deaf. Nadine
received a cochlear implant at 14 months and
from an early age has learnt to listen and speak.
This year she is attending Taralye's 3 year old
kindergarten program.

Nadine's family is really looking forward to watch-
ing her grow and achieve what ever she wants.
They believe with the wonderful help from Taralye
the sky's the limit for her and anything is possible.

\acob’s Story,

Jacob was diagnosed with profound deafness at
15 months. His parents were absolutely devastated
to learn of their son’s disability.

Jacob’s family lives in rural Victoria with little access
to hearing impairment services. Taralye provides
Jacob’s family with a much-needed support
network and opportunity to obtain advice on the
ongoing issues they face.

Early intervention for Jacob has meant huge
changes in how he interacts and communicates.
Jacob has learnt to listen and speak with the aid of
his cochlear implants. He calls his cochlear im-
plants — “special ears” and every morning he asks
his Mum or Dad to “put on my special ears”. Jacob
likes having his “ears on” to make sure he knows
what's going on around him! Jacob is a four year
old with a mission — he is not going to miss out — he
is going fo be involved in everything happening
around him!

It costs approximately $12,000 per year to provide
professional support for Nadine or Jacob fo learn
to listen and speak. Although we realize times are
tough we need your support today to confinue
our life changing work at Taralye.
